The exact dates, times and locations will be set forth in an “Announcement to Pre-qualified Subcontractors.”  Only pre-qualified subcontractors will be allowed to receive bidding documents and submit bids for this project.  Pre-qualified subcontractors must indicate in their bids whether any information in their Pre-qualification responses has changed in the interim, and must submit with their proposals complete information about those changes.  Hathaway Dinwiddie will recalculate subcontractors pre-qualification based on the revised information to determine whether subcontractor remains pre-qualified or is disqualified.

Subcontractors who receive an “NQ” score on any parts of this section will not pass this section and will not be qualified to bid as a prime subcontractor.

Sections II/III:
Organization, History, Organizational Performance, Compliance with Civil and Criminal Laws and Recent Relevant Construction Projects Completed

Subcontractors who receive an “NQ” score on any part of this section or fail to meet or exceed the total minimum requirements, will not be qualified to bid as a prime subcontractor.

Subcontractors must pass all sections to be Pre-Qualified.

A completed Declaration that all responses to this Questionnaire and all supporting documentation provided are complete and accurate is required for Pre-Qualification.  Each questionnaire must be signed under penalty of perjury by an individual who has the legal authority to bind the subcontractor on whose behalf that person is signing.

Subcontractors who submit false information will be disqualified.

Hathaway Dinwiddie Construction Co. reserves the right to reject any or all responses to the pre-qualification questionnaires and to waive non-material irregularities in any response received.  All information submitted for pre-qualification evaluation will be considered official information acquired in confidence and Hathaway Dinwiddie Construction Co. will maintain its confidentiality to the extent permitted by law.

Appeal Process: 

A subcontractor who submits a completed Questionnaire and all supporting documentation but who receives a rating of "not qualified" from Hathaway-Dinwiddie Construction Co. ("HDCCo") may appeal that determination.  There is no appeal from a finding that a subcontractor is not pre-qualified because of a failure to submit required information.  A subcontractor may appeal HDCCo's decision with respect to its request for pre-qualification by giving written notice to HDCCo no later than five (5) business days after receipt of notice of its qualification status.  Unless a subcontractor files a timely appeal, the subcontractor waives any and all rights to challenge the qualification decision of HDCCo whether by judicial process or any other legal process or proceeding.  

If the subcontractor gives the required notice of appeal and requests a meeting, the meeting shall be conducted so that it is concluded no later than 10 business days after HDCCo's receipt of subcontractor's notice of appeal.  Upon written request of the subcontractor, HDCCo will provide notification to the subcontractor in writing of the basis for the subcontractor's disqualification.  At the meeting between the disqualified subcontractor and HDCCo, the subcontractor will be given the opportunity to present information and present reasons in opposition to the pre-qualification determination.  This meeting is not subject to the rules of evidence.  Within five (5) business days after the conclusion of the meeting, HDCCo will render its decision.  The final decision of HDCCo is final and is not subject to appeal or challenge to the GSA.
